Many pet shampoos on the market
today have wonderful fragrances that
most people would be happy to smell
on their pets after a good grooming.
But product manufacturers have come
to realize that without the proper
odor-removing characteristics, clean-
smelling shampoos are just a bandage
on a problem that needs a cure.

Identify the Enemy

Just as humans smell when their
sweat mixes with bacteria on their
skin, dogs stink when their coats trap
bacteria on their skin.

“Most people don’t realize it, but
dogs’ coats trap moisture, especially
when they are dense, like in cocker
spaniels, chows and some shelties. That
causes bacteria to grow,” said Annette
Clark Hiott, co-owner of Groomer’s
Secret L.L.C. (Summerville, S.C.), a
manufacturer of all-natural dog
grooming products. “Even going for a
walk in grass with morning dew will
make enough moisture to cause a
problem.”

Bacteria that grow from trapped
moisture is one of the most common
culprits when it comes to doggy

smells. But equally problematic are
skin conditions such as oiliness and
dryness.
